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CLC Loses A Friend And Supporter

It is with great sadness that I report the death of Richard “Dick™ Tupper - good
Dick died
. 2010 at the age of 77. He was a longtime

friend and supporter of Community Living Centers (CLC).
suddenly on Sunday, January 3
volunteer. organizer and mentor. Dick Tupper was the volunteer for which
every agency dreams. He did whatever he could for any agency in which he
was involved. Dick was known as Mr. Farmington to everyone who knew
him. Let me tell you why.,

Dick served on the Farmington City Council from 1968-1982, serving two terms as mayor. He served
on numerous boards and commissions, including the Salvation Army Advisory Board; the Exchange
Club: Downtown Redevelopment Committee; Farmington Area Jaycees; the Farmington Planning
Commission for eight years; the Farmington Zoning Board of Appeals for 11 years; and was the founder
and president of Neighborhood House, a local charity to assist familigs in need, He also served as
president of the Freeway Park Association and the Alta Loma Homeowners Association. He was a
member of the Farmington Area Goodfellows since 1972. Dick organized hundreds of volunteers and
streamlined the collection and delivery process of food, toys, etc. for the Goodfellows.

Community Living Centers is one of three agencies in the Farmington Area to receive financial
assistance from the Goodfellows. When all of the food collected in the Goodfellows Drive was
distributed. the remaining food was then donated to CLC to assist residents who reside in their own
apartments and the group homes.

As a member of the Farmington/Farmington Hills Interagency Council, a group of non-profit agencies
that meets bi-monthly to discuss issues relevant to non-profits, I would sit at the meeting table along
with Dick. Unlike me. Dick always represented more than two agencies at this meeting. He provided
up-to-date information on these agencies. activities and concerns. He was always very friendly and
upbeat. You could tell that he truly enjoyed the agencies that he volunteered for.

Dick is survived by his wife, Donna of 53 years; their three children and seven grandchildren. The
Farmington/Farmington Hills area and Community Living Centers have lost a great friend and
supporter. His shoes will be difficult to fill.

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The following is an update on LOAs through the month of March, 2010 (Year-to-date).

December January February March
Current Year: $51.769.54 $57.211.73 $60.386.16 $64.039.94 D

As you can see. the loss of funding due to LOAs is consistently increasing. As stated in the last newsletter, this is a large source of funding to
lose. Just as a reminder, a resident must be in their bed at midnight in order for CLC to be paid for the day. For example, if we provide care for your
family member all day and then you pick them up at 7:00 P.M. to go home, CLC has provided three meals, supervision and care and yet your family
member is not at the home in their bed at midnight for CLC to be paid at all for that day. If an individual’s per diem is $76.00, that $76.00 is lost
(CLC is not paid). If an individual is home for seven days, then CLC loses $532.00.

Again. please understand that I am not saying that you cannot take your family member home. I just ask that you be prudent when doing so. As
we all tighten our belts, decreasing LOAs will be a way of providing more income to CLC.
HIPAA (Health Insurance Portability Accounting Act)
1 know HIPAA! You are thinking that this went into place seven years ago and you are correct. However. the law requires that when an agency

changes or modifies their HIPAA Privacy Notice. an individual or the legal guardian/durable power of attorney is to receive a copy of the revised
Notice of Privacy Practices document and again sign acknowledging the receipt of this notice.

Effective March 1. 2010, Community Living Centers, Inc. (CLC) revised their HIPAA Notice of Privacy Practices. A copy of this revised Notice
of Privacy Practices was sent to all guardians/durable power of attorneys as well as the Acknowledgment of Receipt of this Notice. Guardians/durable
power of attorneys were asked to read the revised notice and sign and return the Acknowledgment of Receipt. Residents who are their own guardian
received a copy of the revised HIPAA Notice and signed acknowledging receipt of the notice. Please feel free to call me if you have any questions
about our revised HIPAA notice.

Speaking of HIPAA. when you ask about the health status of another resident, please do not be offended if staff informs you that they cannot
provide you with that information. 1 know your sens/daughters have lived together for a long time and you truly care about all of CLC residents,
however. it would be a HIPAA violation if staff informs you of a medical condition of another resident.
